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OUTCOMES:

To create an environment that is safe and supportive, this will be conducive to the students learning and emotional well-being.
CLASSROOM RULES:
· Be punctual, participate and have a great and positive attitude

· Dressed down in proper dance attire

· Do not leave the classroom without permission

· Show respect for yourself, others and teacher, i.e. no laughing, wise remarks, or teasing any fellow classmates (No Hating)

· Absolutely NO sitting in class unless you are asked to do so

· Use appropriate language

· No talking while teacher is instructing

· No gum chewing, food or drinks (with the exception of water) allowed in the dance studios, especially on the dance floors

CONSEQUENCES:
Depending on the severity of the problem, the student will receive immediate feedback and will be asked to stay after class to have a one on one conversation with the teacher, followed by a phone call home to parent.

· One on one conversation

· A verbal and written warning

· A private conference after class

· (A trip to the office, or appropriate office)

· A phone call to the parent or guardian

· A conference with the parent or guardian, Dean, teach and student

· Decision to suspend or expel is made by Principal or Vice Principal
INCENTIVES:
· Provide a warm caring, motivating and fun environment for all students

· Recognize the students’ punctuality, participation, and positive attitude with verbal appreciation

· Allow students to bring in their own music to dance to (providing it is appropriate and acceptable music)

· Reward those students that learn dance combinations quickly or have nice movement quality, to demonstrate in front of the class
